David’s Notes
What a pleasure it will be to welcome Souparnika Nair as a guest artist to Young Voices! We will need to be 
very ready to sing this chorus, whenever the music comes to us. You don’t need to worry about when that is, 
it’s my job to look after that, but because it starts halfway through a beat (which itself is halfway through a 
bar), it could be easily missed! I’ll stand everybody up with easily enough time to go, then we need to make 
a real impact when we begin. 
There are some stylistic inflections which you’ll hear on the track that can’t easily be notated. Encourage your 
singers to listen closely to the track and to sing what they hear. Take care at the end, too: you’ll see that of the 
final three “to brighter days,” the first two go down, and the third is higher and doesn’t come down. It is often 
these subtle distinctions that makes for a great performance of a great song, and that is of course what we 
are going to give!
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
